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You may have already heard about KEES (Kentucky Educational Excellence
Scholarship) money – scholarship money funded by dividends from the
Kentucky Lottery. And here’s the good news: If you’ve earned a grade point

average (GPA) of 2.5 or higher during your high school years – you’ve got money
coming to you to help foot the bill for college!

So how much money are we talking? The chart below outlines exactly what
you can expect to receive.

For instance, Kelly earned a 3.0 GPA in her freshman year of high school, enti-
tling her to $250 for each year of postsecondary study at an eligible Kentucky
school or college.

Her sophomore year GPA came out to a 3.2, adding another $300 per year.
Kelly continued to bring up her grades during her junior year, with a 3.5 GPA

that will add yet another $375 per year.
If she maintains a 3.5 GPA for her senior year, Kelly’s total KEES money will

provide her with $1,300 in scholarships funds – for each year of undergraduate
study - that can be applied to colleges and technical schools throughout Kentucky. 

And there’s more! You can also earn KEES money for ACT scores of 15 or
above. For example, if Kelly earns a score of 22 on her ACT test, she’s eligible for an
additional $286 for each year of postsecondary study.
