Share your class/activities schedule with parents and a net-
work of close friends. Give network telephone numbers to
your parents, advisors, and friends. 

! Always lock the door to your dorm room or apartment. (It takes
only seconds for someone to enter and steal your valuables.)

! Do not loan out your key. Rekey locks when a key is lost.
! Don’t leave notes on your door announcing you’re gone. 
! Don’t leave wallets, checkbooks, or valuables in open view. 
! Get to know other residents in the area. 
! Require identification and authorization from repair or

maintenance persons wanting to enter your room. 
! Keep your car or truck locked at all times.
